(15) Description of equipment

The three-phase motors consist of cast iron casings, which are closed with shaft and an end
shield at the non-drive end. At the non-drive end accommodates an external fan, which is

protected by a hood.

The electrical connection is via separate terminal boxes of the Flameproof Enclosure or
Increased Safety type of protection. The electrical connection between terminal box and motor
compartment is ensured by a bushing, which is in the scope of this certificate.
